Historical Overview

The history of the Athens School of Fine Arts
(A.S.F.A.)virtually coincides with the history of the
Modern Greek State. The forerunner of the A.S.F.A.
(and of the National Technical University of Athens
as well) was the “School for the Arts”, which wel-
comed its first students on October 17, 1837.

Animportant step towards the formation of an ac-
tual School of Fine Arts was made in1910, when the
Art Department was administratively separated
from the Industrial Arts Departmentand became a
self-governed entity, although it continued to op-
erate within the framework of the“"Metsovion Poly-
technic” (as the School had been officially named,
in the meantime).

In 1930, the School was accredited, evolving to an
independent educational institution.

Throughout its long history, many leading Greek
artists left their mark as members of the School’s
teaching staff. Y. Moralis, forinstance, taught at the
A.S.F.A.for3syears, succeeding K. Parthenis. From
1950 to 1970, professors such as the painters G.
Mavroidis and S. Papaloukas, the sculptorsY. Pap-
pas, D. Kalamaras, Th. Apartis, the engraver K.
Grammatopoulos, and the architect P. Mylonas
were a credit to the School by their teaching work
and mere presence. Following the restoration of
Democracy, “new blood” joined the School's teach-
ing staff, namely artists such as P. Tetsis, D. Kokkini-
dis, N. Kessanlis, D. Mytaras, G. Nikolaidis, I.
Dekoulakos, Th. Exarchopoulos et al., representing
all tendencies of modern art.

In1991, the"Department of Theoretical Art Studies”
was officially established; known since 2009 as the
“Department of Art Theory and History of Art”, the
new Department admitted students for the first
time during the academic year 2006-2007.

A turning point in the School's evolution came in
1992, when the Greek State ceded to the A.S.F.A.
the old textile factory of the Sikiaridis family, at
Pireos street, which houses today all educational
and studio activities of the A.S.F.A.

The Department of Fine Arts

The basic training unitand virtually the"core” of the
Department of Fine Arts is the art Studio, which,
over the years, has become synonymous with the
studies atand even the very identity of the A.S.F.A.
The operation of several Studios, with varying
points of view on art issues, reflects the pluralism
of modern artistic expression and the freedom of
choice students enjoy at the A.S.F.A.

To this day, the Department of Fine Arts consists of
three Divisions:

The Painting Division, the Sculpture Division and
the Printmaking Division.

The Painting Division operates nine Studios, the
Sculpture Division three, and the Printmaking Divi-
sion two. The Department'’s Curriculum also in-
cludes elective studio and lecture courses.

To this day, the Department also operates two
Postgraduate Studies Programmes (P.S.P.s), lead-
ing to the awarding of a "Postgraduate Specialisa-
tion Diploma” or Master's Degree: The “Master in
Digital Artforms” P.S.P., since 1998, and the"Master
inVisual Arts” P.S.P., since 2004.

Painting Division

The Painting Division is structured upon nine divi-
sion studios, the teaching work of which is com-
plemented by the elective studio courses. The
Painting Division offers its students a comprehen-
sive education programme, which consistently
cultivates their artistic personality and enhances
their research effortsin thefield of art expression.

Sculpture Division

The Sculpture Division is structured upon three
main Studios, where the basic principles of the art
of Sculpture are initially taught, followed by the
modern sculptural approaches of artistic expres-
sion, including installations etc. It also operates a
number of auxiliary workshops, focused on various
sculpture materials and techniques (marble-work-
ing, metalworking, wood-working, ceramics); thus,
students are given the opportunity to broaden their
visual horizons and opt for the specific material
most suitable each time for their own personal
artistic quest.

Printmaking Division

The purpose of the Printmaking Division is to edu-
cate students in the aesthetic and expressive values
of printmaking, in its means and techniques. Stu-
dents explore the long-standing tradition of print-
making, while also developing modern forms of
artistic expression.

ening of the work of new artists, while cultivating
their self-knowledge as a means for them to gain
their independence. The Masters’ knowledge and
expertise meet the creative vigour of young artists,
thus defining an intellectual common ground act-
ing as a catalyst in the formation of artworks.

The Department of Art Theory and
History of Art

The Department of Art Theory and History of Art
was established by the Presidential Decree
486/1991 and first operated during the academic
year 2006-2007. Its goal is to upgrade the quality
of Humanities in Greece, through research and the
teaching of Art History. The discipline of the His-
tory and Theory of Art should not be viewed as a
simple course of instruction, but as a specialised
and clearly defined (according to international
practice) academic and professional sphere. The
research scope of this specific field of knowledge
—which is supported by a significant number of
scholarly subjects, such as, for example, Philoso-
phy, the History of Aesthetic Theories, Museology,
the History of Architecture, the Anthropology of
Art, and Criticism- focuses mostly on the Euro-
pean and Western civilisation, while it may be
taken for granted that it shall soon include the
study of other ancient as well as contemporary
civilisations from the developing periphery coun-
tries.

The basic purpose of the Department of Art The-
ory and History of Artis tofillanimportant gapin
the academic and, more generally, the cultural life
of Greece. Although a European Union member-
state, Greece has not made sufficient efforts to
enable its Secondary as well as Higher Education
to acquire a deeper knowledge of the European
civilisation. The consequences of this educational
inertia are, unfortunately, apparent in the Greek
daily life in all its expressions. The basic purpose
and extremely important prospect of the Depart-
ment of Art Theory and History of Art is to effec-
tively contribute in improving the artistic and
aesthetic education of our fellow citizens by ex-
ploiting our valuable proximity to the A.S.F.A. De-
partment of Fine Arts. The Department's gra-
duates, as well as those of the Postgraduate Stud-
ies Programme, will be able to offer their knowl-
edge and scholarly experience to Universities,
Scholarly Institutes, Museums, Municipal Gal-
leries and all stages of Education.

Library

The Library's main purpose is to support the educa-
tional and research activities of the A.S.FA. It is
mainly an Art library, specialised in the visual arts’
field. Its collections, however, also cover topics such
as: philosophy, sociology, literature, cinema, the-
atre, culture, history, and all academic disciplines
of the humanities.

The “Nikos Kessanlis” exhibition venue (2,318m?)
Noteworthy activities of the"Nikos Kessanlis” exhi-
bition venue include visual arts exhibitions by
world-famous artists or on historicart movements
(Takis, Fluxus, Joseph Beuys, Outlook, The Dakis
Joannou Collection, Gilbert & George, Vallie Export
etc.); the same venue also hosts the annual Depart-
ment of Fine Arts' Graduating Class exhibition.

Other venues

The “Giorgio de Chirico” Auditorium (capacity:
180) hosts lecture courses, various A.S.F.A. events,
lectures, seminars and screenings.

The Theatre hall (capacity: 140) is used by theatre
groups, and, apart from the performance of the-
atrical plays, it also hosts various events and lecture
courses.

The Cinema hall (capacity: 129) is equipped with a
35mm film projector with Dolby-stereo system.
