This exhibition of works of graduating students of the School of
Fine Arts is the third to be held since this event was introduced at the
National Gallery.

When this institution began, there was a standing obligation that
the event should be held in the month of November. Various difficul-
ties encountered in the planning of the Gallery’s obligations have for-
ced us to change this date every year. I am certain, however, that
from 1994 onwards, this event will be held normally as it should be,
which is, moreover, the wish of the Minister and of the School of Fine
Arts. ;

During the course of the past year, the School has continued to
collaborate with similar schools abroad by holding exhibitions and by
taking part in a host of fora and events in every corner of Europe. At
the same time, we have begun to work together with countries such
as Poland, Estonia, Ukraine and Hungary at the level of exchanges of
students, teachers and exhibitions, within the framework of the Era-
smus and Tempus programmes.

Amongst the more important of our activities in the field of exhi-
bitions has been, of course, «Germination», which this year was held
in France, at Grenoble, and, equally naturally, the Biennale of the
South, where our presence both in terms of organisation and the par-
ticipation of our young painters was not only decisive but also called
forth many words of praise and commendation for the work of our
young artists. The Germination exhibition has already done the
rounds of the capitals of Europe and it is our ambition to host it, as
well as the Biennale of the South, in the School’s new exhibition hall
in 1996.

Included within all these activities have been the translations — as
important as they are necessary — in connection with the book
«Groups, Movements, Trends in Modern Art after 1945», which has



been completed on the initiative of the School, and the classic five-
volum work of Elie Faure «General History of Art».

In addition, the translation and preparatory work have been be-
gun, in collaboration with the University of Crete, on the publication
of G.C. Argan’s work «Modern Art 1770-1870», which we believe
will shortly be completed.

Work on the School’s new buildings at No. 256 Pireos St. is going
ahead normally again after a delay necessary for the completion of
the designs and plans of the technical experts, which will be comple-
ted with the announcement of a Panhellenic architectural competi-
tion for the foundation’s administrative buildings.

In the text which she has contributed, Ms Marina Lambraki - Pla-
ka has explained the reasons for the change which has taken place in
the direction followed by the School, with which I am not only in
agreement but which is a source of particular satisfaction to me.

I say this because changes of course ormajor renovation projects
are not easy to achieve: they need time to mature within us, and it is
extremely gratifying and satisfactory to see that in the end work
which is undertaken with honesty, boldness and truth is always vindi-
cated.

THE NEW REALITY IN STUDIES
AT THE SCHOOL OF FINE ARTS
AND THE GRADUATING STUDENTS” EXHIBITION

The institution of degree projects at the School of Fine Arts has,
since its introduction, altered the map of art in modern Greece. Befo-
re the 1980s, a graduating student attempted to demonstrate that he
had received an effective training in the pedagogic exercises of the
studios. Creativity and the quest for a more personal idiom were
areas mined with prejudices, contestation and hesitation where no
one dared to take risks.

Unwritten rules determined the stages of development. The
young had to pass through a period of purgation which intervened
between the School and the free world of creation. The gulf was ma-
de even wider by the gap which separated the pedagogic mentality of
the School from the trends of the avant garde, which had recently
been imposed in Greece with a militant inflexibility. Young artists, in
order to adjust themselves to the new reality, had to deny their stu-
dies and their teachers. This was the stage of rejection.

All this now seems to belong to the distant past. Every trend is
now representated at the School on a footing of equality and toleran-
ce. The students have the right every year to move to another studio
and to be initiated into another way of working; and most important
of all, they are free to choose, at least in the final years, their own
mode of expression. Conventional painting, constructions, environ-
ments or videos - all forms of expression are possible and are evalua-
ted on their own criteria. Our young people can readily obtain infor- .
mation from a multitude of sources: books, journals, slides and vi-
deos.

The degree project, which takes one or two years to prepare, 1s a
serious undertaking and its purpose is to propose a first individual en-



quiry. Many degree projects take the form of a personal exhibition.
Fortunately the School’s new premises permit auspicious forecasts on
the future development of the institution.

Community exchange programmes and international meetings of
young people have opened up new horizons for the students at the
School of Fine Arts, who have made a name for themselves every-
where for the quality and the serious - mindedness of their work.

The graduating students’ exhibition at the National Gallery and
Alexandros Soutzos Museum is a symbolic acknowledgement of the
work which is accomplished at the School and constitutes a gesture of
encouragement to these young artists, urging them to carry on with
their work. Many of the young people who take part in the gradua-
ting students’ exhibition will one day enrich the National Gallery’s
collections with their work, adding a new chapter to the history of
modern Greek art. .

We wish our young students courage in their creative work and
bon voyage on their journey through life.
