3. Portfolio of artistic work in PDF format (for Visual Arts Dpt.) OR 

Writing sample in English (e.g. essay or thesis) for Art Theory 

and History Dpt. 

4. Official attestation of English knowledge on B2 level 

Important: Nomination does not mean acceptance. There is a selection 

and approval procedure. Applications can be declined due to 

insufficient portfolio and/or prerequisites.
